Meeting Summary:  
1.  Election of GOFASST Officers.  The first order of business was election of GOFASST club officers.  Mike Morgan nominated Bob Borchers for the office of President and Terry Rodgers seconded the nomination.  Bob Borchers agreed to accept the nomination and, with no other candidates nominated for this office, was elected by voice vote.  Terry Rodgers agreed to continue as GOFASST Treasurer and Wayne Beaman agreed to continue as Membership Chairman. 
a.  GOFASST is indebted to Mike Morgan for more than three years as GOFASST President.  Under Mike’s leadership GOFASST has sponsored several significant events.  Thanks Mike for your service to our club.

b.  The GOFASST membership also thanks Terry Rodgers and Wayne Beaman who continue to serve our club.  

2.   Vendor Donations for our Spring Daytona Show.  The membership was brought up-to-date on the issue with Mike Huston (aka Impala Mike) not providing the smoothee bumpers he donated for our 2008 Spring Daytona Show to the winners (Marcus Fernandez (rear bumper) and Rob Heffernan (front bumper)).  GOFASST officers became aware of this situation in the past week, but the raffle winners have been dealing with Mike Huston on this problem for the past 5 months.   Through pressure applied by several people, Mike Huston shipped the bumpers to Marcus Fernandez on August 8th.  (Both bumpers were shipped to Marcus)  Although we believe this problem may be solved, GOFASST needs to develop a policy to insure this does not happen at future Daytona Spring Car Shows.   The membership discussed several suggestions to insure this problem does not occur in the future.
a. Only raffle prizes that are physically present at the show.  This can work in most cases, but some prizes such as leather seat skins and torque converters need to be ordered to specific applications.  This led to the second suggestion.


b. If the raffle prize is a gift certificate, insure the vendor is reputable.  
c. If a vendor fails to provide the raffle prize to the winner in a timely manner, GOFASST will reimburse the winner the cost of his raffle tickets and identify the vendor as untrustworthy to the B-Body community This identification would probably be via the “Feedback” section of the Impala Forum.
3.  Paintless Dent Repair.  Kenny Canniff said he had a paintless dent repair technician who would support a Mod Day to take out any dents our B-Body’s might have.  No specific date has been set for this Mod Day, but if you are interested, please advise me or Kenny.  This is something we could set-up on relatively short notice.
4.  GOFASST Mod Day.  Terry Rodgers said he was willing to hold a GOFASST Mod Day at his home sometime this fall.  A discussion of potential dates for this Mod Day resulted in selecting Saturday, Oct 11, 2008.  Anyone interested in having specific Mods performed please email one of the GOFASST officers (Bob Borchers, Terry Rodgers, or Wayne Beaman).  When we have our next GOFASST Meeting on Sep 13th, we want to identify the mods to be performed so we can properly allot time to each project.  
5.  Member Car Updates.  We need to insure we have current information on our GOFASST Web Site for member vehicles.  Please email Terry Rodgers with updates on your B-Body stable.  For example:

a.  Steve Merkel (who we congratulated as being a two B-Body owner at our last meeting) has sold his 95 DGGM Caprice to concentrate on the 1996 DCM Impala he purchased recently.  BTW, it is a great looking, relatively low mileage (86K) DCM.  Steve: Maybe you have some mods you’d like to do on Oct 11th?
b.  Dave Goshorn drove his recently purchased 396/6 speed 94 Impala to the August meeting.  Dave currently is a two Impala owner, but that will only be until he completes the transfer of parts from his 95 DGGM to the 94 BBB when he plans to sell his 95 DGGM.  Look for updates on this transformation on the GOFASST Member Projects page.
