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Summary of Events

Before we begin to summarize the events of our 2008 show, we want to acknowledge all the car clubs and individuals who helped to make the 2008 Spring Daytona Car Show a success.

GOFASST:  Although this was a GOFASST Club event, several GOFASST members need to be recognized for their significant contributions to the success of the show.  Mike Morgan, President, Bob Borchers, Secretary, Terry Rodgers, Treasurer, and Wayne Beaman, Membership Coordinator, as the GOFASST officers for this event, made major contributions.  Additionally, Roger McKay and John Dubois were part of the Spring Show Organizing Committee and were instrumental to the success of the show.  John Dubois also was a car show judge and helped with tent set-up on Saturday morning.  Mark & Tara Crosby donated two items as raffle prizes.  Mike Morgan also donated a raffle prize. During the event, Mike offered his services to fix window rollers, fading odometers and blinking/fading door lights.  The day of the event, Mike performed 15 window roller fixes, 2 fading door light fixes and 1 fading odometer fix.  At least one of these was done at night in the Holiday Inn Express parking lot.  Mike was also our parking steward which helped make the drive-in to the show an orderly process.  Tim Shepard, along with his son, Alex, were instrumental in car show judging. Both Mike and Tim provided assistance with setting up the tents on Saturday morning.  Ivan Scerri contributed 4 items to the raffle helping to make it a success.  Ivan and his wife, Colleen, also provided assistance in setting-up the tents on Saturday morning.  We need to also mention that Mike, Tim, and Ivan are also GOASST members.

Revenue:  Total revenue from the 2008 Daytona Show was $3504.  This breaks-down:

Expenses:  Total expenses for the 2008 Daytona Show were $2990.41.  This breaks-down as follows:

4. PA Rental - $100.00

5. Shipping costs - $400
