Meeting Summary:  
1.  GOFASST President, Mike Morgan, presided over the meeting.  Most of meeting discussion centered on the Spring Daytona Car Show.  
2.  Terry Rodgers, GOFASST Treasurer, reminded GOFASST members that 2008 dues are now payable.  Several members paid their 2008 dues at the meeting.  There is a hot link on the GOFASST Web Site for 2008 dues.    

3.  Mike Morgan reminded members we agreed to discuss the issue of opening GOFASST membership to older B-Body Impalas.  The membership agreed it was probably too late to open the March Daytona Car Show to the older Impalas because we have not advertised this issue in any of our March Car Show emails or on our GOFASST Web Site.  We can advertise both at the Daytona Show and also following the March Show so we can begin to add older impala owners who want to join GOFASST.   
4.  Mike Morgan reviewed the raffle prizes vendors have agreed to provide for the Daytona Show.  The raffle prize list was provided to meeting attendees and, although impressive, needs to have more items added to it in order to encourage attendance at the show and active participation in the raffle.

5.  Mike Morgan brought-up several open issues dealing with the March Daytona Show.

a. PA System.  Mike is providing the PA system, however, we need a small generator for the PA system.  Several members have larger generator units, but the noise and gas consumption of the larger units would be an issue.  The membership was asked to see if they could find a small generator unit for use at Daytona.  If we do not find a small unit by the March meeting, we will probably have to rent one for the show.


b.  Police Escort.  Mike will check on the police escort with Ted Dinsmore’s daughter.  

c. Car Show judges.  Bob Borchers is organizing the car show judges and needs 10 to 12 volunteers in order to reduce judging time to about 2 hours which the goal.  We should have all the cars registered for the car show by 10AM we would like to have judging completed by noon.  Please email or call Bob Borchers if you would like to volunteer as a car show judge.  No prior car show judging experience is required. d. Snacks for the Hospitality Tent.  Mike would like to have some snacks available especially for those involved in organizing the event as there is little time to go to one of the track food vendors once the cars start to arrive. e.  Holiday Inn Express-Host Hotel.  Bob Borchers reported that as of Thursday, Feb 7th, only 7 people had registered for the block of 25 rooms.  Bob will request the Holiday Inn Express extended the deadline for reserving this block of rooms until mid March, but those who are certain they are attending should get their reservations in as soon as possible.


f.  GOFASST Web Site.  Terry Rodgers reported he is keeping our web site updated with Daytona Show news.  Members were encouraged to review the site and contact Terry if they see errors or have items to add to the site. 


g.  Refreshments for Hospitality Tent.  John Dubois said he would be contacting his contact for Pepsi products in the next week or so.  John will update us at the next meeting.
6.  Wayne Beaman was not able to attend Saturday’s GOFASST Meeting, however several members provided an update on Wayne’s treatment.  Wayne has completed 30 radiation treatments and the 5-week chemo treatments and now has a 3-week rest while they do some CT scans to see how well the treatment is working.  Following the 3-week rest, he will begin a different chemo treatment with a 3-week on, 1-week off schedule.  Wayne said his weight is down to 122 lbs, but he is trying to eat high-energy foods to keep up his strength.  We remain hopeful Wayne can join us for our March GOFASST Meeting and the Spring Daytona Show.
