Meeting Summary:  
1.  GOFASST President, Mike Morgan, was unable to attend due to a family funeral in Chicago.  
2.  Terry Rodgers, GOFASST Treasurer, reminded GOFASST members that 2008 dues are now payable.  Several members paid their 2008 dues at the meeting.  There is a hot link on the GOFASST Web Site for 2008 dues.  Terry also provided a summary of GOFASST finances including current bank balance and what has been paid in advance for the 2008 Spring Daytona Show.  

3.  Bob Borchers, GOFASST Secretary, chaired a short business meeting.   He provided a brief summary of the 2008 Daytona Spring Car Show planning to date regarding hotel reservations.  GOFASST has reserved a block of 25 rooms at the Holiday Inn Express (same hotel as last year) for March 28th & 29th, 2008 for the rate as last year ($89 plus per night).  Our block of rooms will be held until February 22, so get your reservations in to insure you have a room. Bob also reviewed the raffle prizes which vendors have promised for the 2008 Spring Daytona Show.  Terry will update the GOFASST Web Site with vendor raffle donations as they become available.  Look for some very nice items to appear on this list in the coming week or so.   With the active participation of GOFASST members, we will obtain an impressive list of vendor products.  In that regard, Mark Crosby donated a pristine set of 1996 B-Body Maintenance Manuals for use as a raffle prize.  Mark also donated a Felpro Intake Gasket Set as a raffle prize.
3.  During the open forum portion of the meeting, Mark Crosby asked if GOFASST had come to a decision on letting older Impalas become part of the club.  Basically, this issue has been tabled for now because of potential complications with car show judging expertise/categories.  However, Bob Marks made a suggestion that we should consider having one class in the 2008 Spring Daytona Car Show regarding GOFASST members with non-92-96 B-Body GM-built cars.  This would help having these members feel more a part of GOFASST.  This idea was discussed and basically it was decided to consider having a Special Category which would include other than 92-96 B-Body Chevy vehicles.  This will be a topic of discussion at our February 2008 GOFASST Meeting and a decision will have to made then in order to insure we have the appropriate trophies made by March 29, 2008.
4.  2008 Spring Daytona Show Updates:

a. John Dubois said it looks good that Pepsi will again provide products for our hospitality tent.  Thanks to John for making this happen.
b. Mike Lukens will be providing window roller fixes in one corner of the hospitality tent.  It will be great having Mike at our Daytona Show again.
c.  Dal Slabaugh has relocated to Florida (about 50 miles west of Orlando) and may attend our Daytona Show.  If this occurs, we want to present Dal with an achievement award for the many years he has assisted Impala owners.  Mike Lukens is working this issue.
d.  We discussed publicizing our Daytona show in one of the GM-related magazines similar to the February 2008 GM Hi Tech Performance magazines coverage of the 2007 ISSCA Nationals.  Bob Borchers said he would email several of these magazines to solicit their attendance at the 2008 Spring Daytona Show.  An article on our event, if published, would not occur until late in 2008, but it would greatly assist us with vendor support for our 2009 Daytona Show. 

4.  Future Car Show Events.  There are several car show events coming up in the near future.


a. Lakeland Auto Show on February 9th & 10th, 2008.  Wayne Beaman provided an update on this show which will be held at the Lakeland Airport and will include over 380 vendors.  This show is both cars and motorcycles.  See the GOFASST Web Page under the “Calendar” tab for details.

b. Daytona Spring Car Show on March 29, 2008.  See the GOFASST Web Site for details.  GOFASST decided earlier this year we would form a committee to support the planning for this event so the GOFASST President would not have all the planning pressure as has been the case in the past.  The committee consists of Mike Morgan, Bob Borchers, Roger McKay, Terry Rodgers, and John Dubois along with support of several other GOFASST members.  In that regard, we need the continued participation of all GOFASST members in order to insure we have a successful show. 
5.  Terry said he would be updating the GOFASST web site with some recent pictures of his Pro-Street Impala project.  It would be great if Terry had his project rolling in-time for our Daytona Show.  I can’t wait to see the pictures.
