Meeting Summary:  
1.  The first order of business was election of GOFASST officers for 2007-2008.  Outgoing President, Mike Morgan, facilitated this portion of the meeting.  

a. President:  Les Coleman, current Vice President, was nominated for President and with no other candidates, the membership elected Les unanimously.

b. Vice President:  there was significant discussion regarding duties of the Vice President.  Following this discussion, the membership determined GOFASST did not really need a Vice President as long as all current GOFASST officer positions were filled in order to provide the President with the support needed to direct GOFASST activities.

c. Secretary:  Bob Borchers was nominated for secretary and, with no other nominations, was elected unanimously.  

d. Treasurer:  Terry Rodgers agreed to continue as treasurer for another year.  Terry relayed to the membership that GOFASST is operating in the black with about $5000 in current cash assets.  

The President, Secretary, and Treasurer are the Executive committee of GOFASST.  However, there are several other key positions to which the President may appoint GOFASST members.  These include:
e.  Events Coordinator:  The membership decided this position would be filled on an event by event basis depending on where/when the event is held.  

f.  Webmaster:  Terry Rodgers will continue to be the GOFASST Webmaster.

g.  Public Relations Coordinator:  This position is unfilled at this time.
h.  Membership Coordinator:  Wayne Beaman will continue as Membership Coordinator and will also continue to take care of GOFASST T-shirt sales.

2.  The membership thanked Mike Morgan for his service as GOFASST President.  Under Mike’s leadership, especially at the Spring Daytona Show, GOFASST was able to establish this show as a money-making event, primarily through the vendor prizes Mike facilitated. There was a lot of discussion regarding the Spring Daytona Show.  In past years, this show has been handled almost entirely by the GOFASST President.  In order to provide better support to the GOFASST President at this event, the membership decided to implement a Spring Daytona Show GOFASST Support Committee which will consist of about 5 members to help coordinate this event.  The GOFASST President will direct this committee.  Membership of this committee will be determined about 4 to 5 months prior to the event.

3.  Les Coleman introduced Bill Harrison of Harrison’s Performance Speed Shop located at 8611 East Colonial Drive in Orlando.  This is on the west side of the 417-Hwy 50 intersection.  Harrison’s Speed Shop is full-service shop that can provide almost any service needed for our Impalas.

4.  Next GOFASST Event:  There was considerable discussion about the next GOFASST event and it was decided to have a Mod Day.  Bill Harrison volunteered his Speed Shop as the location for this Mod Day.  Les Coleman volunteered to be the Event Coordinator for this Mod Day.  Les will work with Bill Harrison on a date.  Additionally, an email will be sent to the GOFASST membership to determine who has mods they would like have done to their Impalas/B Bodies.  Be sure to let GOFASST officers know what mods you would like to see at this event.  Member participation is what makes these events a success.
5.  GOFASST Meeting Date:  There was discussion regarding going to bi-monthly meetings versus monthly meetings.  The membership voted to continue the monthly meeting format.  There was discussion about changing the meeting location and date of the meeting.  It was suggested GOFASST join the Grand National Club on the first Saturday of each month.  No decision was made regarding changing the location and date of our monthly meetings.
6.  Summer Family Event:  It was suggested GOFASST hold a family summer event.  No location or date was determined and no Event Coordinator was appointed.  Darlene Lepley said she could get a list of Orlando parks which could serve as potential venues for the GOFASST Summer Event.  Bob Borchers said he would check on the availability of the park/pavilion in his housing development.  This information will be provided to the GOFASST President for discussion at the next meeting.
