Meeting Summary:  
1.  GOFASST President, Mike Morgan, was unable to attend the meeting due to work commitments. 
2.  Terry Rodgers, GOFASST Treasurer, stated that final payment for the Daytona Show tents, tables, and chairs was submitted last week.
3.  Bob Borchers, GOFASST Secretary, reminded the members of the American Motorsports Car Show on March 22nd.  This show will be held at the Amercian Motorsports store at 4130 N. Orange Blossom Trail.  Amercian Motorsports has supported GOFASST for several years with a gift certificate for our Daytona Show and it would be good for GOFASST to support their car show.  We will remind GOFASST members about a week before this show to see who may be able to attend.  You can also go to the GOFASST Web Site for details.
4.  Bob Borchers reviewed the raffle prizes vendors have agreed to provide for the Daytona Show and handed out a list of the items donated to date, including the Sun Coast Ram-Air Hood.  The total retail value of prizes to date is nearly $11K.  It is an impressive list of 91-96 B-Body Parts which should help draw a good attendance at our Daytona Show.  There are still a couple of vendors to contact yet, so this list could grow.  Keep watching the GOFASST Web Site for updates.
5.  Bob Borchers reviewed several open issues dealing with the March Daytona Show.

a. PA System.  Mike Morgan is providing the PA system, however, we need a small generator (10 Amp) for the PA system.  The membership was asked if they could find a small generator unit for use at Daytona.  Bob said he would contact SOFASST to see if they may have a small generator we could use.  If we do not find a small unit by the time of the Daytona Show, we will probably have to rent one for the show.


b.  Police Escort.  Bob has emailed Kera Shore (Ted Dinsmore’s daughter) regarding a police escort for the drive into the Daytona Track on March 29th.  He has yet to receive word from Kera.  

c. Car Show judges.  So far, we have 9 people volunteer as car show judges although a couple of these people are not sure if they will be able to make it.  Bob Borchers needs 12 volunteers in order to reduce judging time to about 2 hours.  We should have all the cars registered for the car show by 10AM and we would like to have judging completed by noon.  Please email or call Bob Borchers if you would like to volunteer as a car show judge.  No prior car show judging experience is required. e.  Holiday Inn Express-Host Hotel.  Bob Borchers reported that as of Monday, 
Mar 3rd, 15 people had registered for the block of 25 rooms. 

f.  GOFASST Web Site.  Terry Rodgers reported he is keeping our web site updated with Daytona Show news.  Members were encouraged to review the site and contact Terry if they see errors or have items to add to the site. 

6.  Wayne Beaman brought the inventory of GOFASST T-Shirts to the meeting.  Terry Rodgers took possession of the T-Shirts and will bring them to Daytona.  Bob Borchers purchased one Old Style XL GOFASST T-Shirt for $5 at the meeting.
