Meeting Summary:  
1.  Cars in Attendance:  We really had a nice turn-out of Classic and B-Body cars.  Our newest member, Stephen Lazinsk, (Jack Lazinsk’s Dad) drove his Pro Street 1963 Impala Hard Top.  Jack brought his 64 Impala Convertible, Wayne Johnson brought his 1966 GTO Convertible (Wayne has 9 cars-hopefully we’ll see all of them some time in the future).  Wayne Johnson’s friend, Brian, arrived after the meeting in a 1963 Impala Wagon which was a real beauty.  Terry and Bob Alford drove Terry’s Pro Street Impala to the meeting and really drew a lot of buzz from all in attendance.  
2.  Member News:

4.   Upcoming Car Shows.  

a. Micanopy Doc Hollywood Days.  The First Annual Micanopy Doc Hollywood Days Hot Rod and Motorcycle Show will be held May 16, 2009.  We discussed this show, but decided since the New Smyrna Beach event was the following weekend, we would concentrate on it and take a pass on this show as far as a GOFASST event

b. New Smyrna Beach Car Show at the track on May 23, 2009.  Rocco Spano of the Grand National Club alerted me to this show, which he is facilitating.  We will be getting more information on this show as it gets closer, but right now we plan to meet at the New Smyrna Beach Track about 4 to 4:30PM on Saturday, May 23rd, where we will park for a couple of hours for some socializing and to look at cars.  Rocco will try to have several car clubs in attendance, so we will have a lot of cool cars to eye-ball.  About 7PM, we will go onto the track for a few laps.  There will be an opportunity for pictures.  Following this, Rocco will arrange a burn-out session for anyone who wants to participate.  This will be a good opportunity for more pictures.  Following the burn-out session, Rocco will do a finale burn-out and we will depart.  Mark your calendars for May 23rd and let’s make this a nice GOFASST event.
c. The Mustang Club told me about an event they are arranging for October 10, 2009 which will involve Ford, GM and Mopar Clubs.  We’ll be providing you more information on this event in the near future.  The Mustang group specifically arranged the date of this show so as to not interfere with the All GM Show in Silver Springs on October 3, 2009.
5.  Potential Mod Day.  We discussed a potential Mod Day sometime in the next few months.  We would plan to hold this Mod Day at Bill Harrison’s Shop on Hwy 50 just west of the 417.  If any club members are planning mods that would require a lift or several people to help, this let me know.  Some potential mods might be new carpet, shocks, sway bars, trailing arms, etc.  All of these need an extra pair of hands. 
6.  Window Etching at May 9th GOFASST Meeting.  Some GOFASST members asked about having the Seminole County Sheriff’s Office provide window etching at our May 9th GOFASST Meeting.  I have contacted the Auto Theft Division of the Seminole County Sheriff’s Office and I believe Jason Jones will be at the May 9th Meeting to do window etching.  Please let me know if you want your windows etched and I’ll try to make sure it happens at the May Meeting.  I had it done to my SS Wagon at the March Meeting and Ben Whittenton also had it done to his SRT 8 Magnum.  It is recommended as a theft deterrent.  
5.  GOFASST Web Site:  All members should view the GOFASST Web Site at least weekly for current information regarding club activities.  Also, please review your member information to make sure it is accurate.  If it is not accurate, let Terry know so he can update it.  Terry does an excellent job of keeping our web page current for our benefit.
