Meeting Summary:

Terry stayed at the meeting long enough for John to see his Pro-Street Machine which John really appreciated.  John also brought a friend and her two children, but I failed to get their names.  
c. Mike Lukens and Tim Shepard attend the meeting in hopes of seeing Wayne.  It was great having our friends from SoFASST with us for the night.  SoFASST continues to provide us with helpful tech tips and parts supplier updates.

d. Adam Haack was not able to be at last nights meeting, but he said he is continuing to work on the new T-shirt design. 3.  Upcoming Car Shows.  

a. The New Smyrna Beach Car Show at the track on July 25, 2009 is coming up soon.  Rocco Spano of the Grand National Club is facilitating this event which will involve the Grand Nationals, GOFASST, Mid Florida Mustangs, and possibly the Pontiac Club.  Basically, it will be the same schedule of events that was planned for May 23rd:
1) Meet at the New Smyrna Track by 4PM on July 25th.   This will guarantee that we can get into the inner parking area which has limited parking.  
2) We will be parked for about 2 ½ hours or so for socializing and “Show & Tell”.  People planning to attend the races can look at our cars and talk to us.  During this time period, GOFASST will host refreshments for all GOFASST attendees.  I’m not sure how this will work, but I’ll work it out somehow.  Have you ever heard the words, “Trust Me”?  
3) At about 7PM, Rocco will lead us onto the track and we will make a couple of laps for the audience.  We will have free admission to the races, if we want to attend .  Rocky mentioned last night that the burn-outs may occur after our parade laps or during race intermission.  Rocky is really at the mercy of the track stewards as far as timing of this event goes.
b. There are several other potential car shows that we may want to attend as a club including the All GM Show, Oct 3, 2009, a Sunday Deland Cruise (facilitated by D.J. “Doctor Detroit”, Seminole Town Center on Oct 10, 2009, and the 4th Annual Car/Truck/Motorcycle Show in N. Palm Beach on Oct 10, 2009.  We will address these following the New Smyrna Event on July 25th.
4.  Potential Mod Day.  We have had almost no response to a Mod Day, so nothing is planned at the current time.  This will remain an open topic so if folks have mods that require a lift or member help to perform, let me know and we can put a Mod Day back on the front burner.  
5.  Summer GOFASST Picnic:  We again discussed the potential for a GOFASST picnic in mid August or mid September.  We discussed whether Saturday or Sunday would be a better day and basically decided Saturday would be the best weekend day to have this event.  Several members said they would check-out potential picnic venues in the Orlando area.  We can discuss this at our July 25th New Smyrna Beach event to see what progress has been made in identifying a suitable venue for the picnic.  
6.  GOFASST Web Site:  All members should view the GOFASST Web Site at least weekly for current information regarding club activities.  Also, please review your member information to make sure it is accurate.  If it is not accurate, let Terry know so he can update it.  Terry does an excellent job of keeping our web page current for our benefit.
