Meeting Summary:  
1.  Window Etching:  Dave Goshorn together with Bob & Lynn Borchers arrived at the Bob Evans Parking lot at 5PM and the Seminole County Sheriff’s Auto Theft Deputies were already there ready to set-up for window etching.  Jason Jones was the lead deputy, but he had two other folks who helped-out.  We helped set-up their awning and equipment and Dave Goshorn got his windows etched before the wind associated with the incoming thunderstorm forced us to take down the awning and place the window etching equipment in the back of the Borchers’ Road Monster Wagon.  The deputies were able to etch Steve Merkel’s and Art Pylar’s Impalas before the rain started.  At that point, everyone adjourned to Bob Evans for something to eat.   We had a good time talking with the deputies and, following the meal, Terry Rodgers got his Impala (not the Pro Street) windows etched and the Borchers’ also had the Road Monster windows etched.  Additionally, the deputies etched the windows on three Mustangs that had stayed through the storm.  Overall, everyone who wanted to have their windows etch had it done.  The deputies were very nice young guys who enjoyed what they were doing.
2.  Member News:

b. Terry Rodgers and Larry Lype attended the Super Chevy Show in Commerce, GA last weekend.  Both took home awards, so if you see them you might ask them about that show.

d. Terry Rodgers and Bob Borchers now have GOFASST window decals in three colors (white, red, & silver).  Every GOFASST member will receive two of these decals in their color of choice (provided it is white, red, or silver). 3.  Upcoming Car Shows.  

a. The New Smyrna Beach Car Show at the track on May 23, 2009 was canceled due to extremely wet conditions.  This event has been rescheduled for July 25, 2009 and hopefully this will work out better.  Rocco Spano of the Grand National Club is facilitating this event which will involve the Grand Nationals, GOFASST, Mid Florida Mustangs, and possibly the Pontiac Club.  Basically, it will be the same schedule of events that was planned for May 23rd:
1) Meet at the New Smyrna Track by 4PM on July 25th.   This will guarantee that we can get into the inner parking area which has limited parking.  We will actually be inside the track grounds, but not on the infield.

2) We will be parked for about 2 ½ hours or so for socializing and “Show & Tell”.  People planning to attend the races can look at our cars and talk to us.  During this time period GOFASST will host refreshments for all GOFASST attendees.  Since we will be inside the track grounds, we will have to use the track concession stand.  I have never been to the New Smyrna Track before, so I’m not sure how this will work, but I’ll work it out with the concession stand once we get there.  At this time, I’m thinking pizza and soda.

3) At about 7PM, Rocco will lead us onto the track and we will make a couple of laps for the audience.  After the laps, Rocco will facilitate burn-outs for all who want to participate.  Following the burn-outs, we are free to do whatever we want. We will have free admission to the races, if we want to attend.
b. First Annual St. Augustine Car Show.  Recently, you received notice of this car show to be held on Saturday, June 27, 2009, at the St. Johns Flea Market in St. Augustine from 9AM until 3PM.  Terry will also be putting this information on the GOFASST Web Site.  Ed Valenzuela emailed me that several B-Body owners from the Jacksonville area would be attending.  At last nights GOFASST Meeting, Terry said he thought he would attend and a few other folks also said they may attend.  Supposedly, pre-registration ended on June 1, 2009, but I’ll call to confirm that date.  The registration fee is $15 (advanced registration) or $20 on the day of the show.  

  c. There are several other potential car show that we may want to attend as a club including the All GM Show, Oct 3, 2009, a Sunday Deland Cruise (facilitated by D.J. “Doctor Detroit”, Seminole Town Center on Oct 10, 2009, and the 4th Annual Car/Truck/Motorcycle Show in N. Palm Beach on Oct 10, 2009.  We will address these following the New Smyrna Event in July.
4.  Potential Mod Day.  We again discussed the potential for a Mod Day in early July.  We could hold the Mod Day on July 11th and then go from the Mod Day to our Monthly Meeting or hold the Monthly Meeting in conjunction with the Mod Day.  To date, we don’t have a list of mods that club members want.  At last nights meeting, Wayne Johnson said he’d like to get new carpet in his recently purchased 96 Impala.  If there are other mods that members would like to have completed, please let me know so we can schedule the Mod Day.  Some other potential mods might be shocks, sway bars, trailing arms, etc.  All of these need a lift and an extra pair of hands. Other activities we could schedule for a Mod Day would be Paintless Dent Repair and Clouded Headlight Lens Repair.  We would plan to hold this Mod Day at Bill Harrison’s Shop on Hwy 50 just west of the 417.  If any club members are planning mods that would require a lift or several people to help, let me know.  We need your input to make this Mod Day happen.
5.  Summer GOFASST Picnic:  We discussed the potential for a GOFASST picnic in mid August.  We discussed whether Saturday or Sunday would be a better day and basically decided Saturday would be the best weekend day to have this event.  Right now, August 15th is our potential date for a picnic.  Terry said he would look for a pavilion to hold this event.  If anyone knows of a facility GOFASST could rent for a day, please contact either Bob Borchers or Terry Rodgers.
6.  GOFASST Web Site:  All members should view the GOFASST Web Site at least weekly for current information regarding club activities.  Also, please review your member information to make sure it is accurate.  If it is not accurate, let Terry know so he can update it.  Terry does an excellent job of keeping our web page current for our benefit.
