Meeting Summary:  
1.  I think it is time we looked at changing our GOFASST Meeting venue.  If every GOFASST Meeting will be like our March Meeting, we just won’t have much of a chance to socialize as a car club.  I’m going to get with the other GOFASST Officers and check out other potential meeting dates.  I believe the Grand Nationals meet at the Bob Evans Restaurant the first Saturday of each month.  They usually have 10 cars or so and we have been having 12 + cars at our last few meetings which would make a nice gathering.  More on this topic later.
2.  Member News:


a. John Dubois left for Iraq on March 5th .  He actually left for Houston on Feb 22nd for orientation and training for a week or so and then returned to Florida for final packing.  John has taken a contracting job which will place him in southern Iraq for the next year or so.  He will be involved in repairing military vehicles, I think.  I’ve asked John to email us from time to time to let us know how he is doing.  I’ll make sure any news from John gets to the membership.  John said his Impala would be stored at his Mother’s home in the Tampa area during his absence.

b. Mike Morgan  has taken a new job in Denver, CO.  Mike was unable to be at the March Meeting, but he told Terry that he would probably be moving in about a month.  The GOFASST Spring Daytona Show will probably be Mike’s last GOFASST get-together.  Not only will the Spring Daytona Show be our GOFASST 14th Birthday Party, but it will also serve as a farewell for Mike.


b. We didn’t have any classic Impalas at our March meeting.  Both Wayne Johnson and Jack Lazinsk had their B-Bodies there.  However, Wayne said he would be bringing his 68 Impala Convertible to Daytona for the Spring Show.  Jack, however, will be bringing his B-Body to Daytona.  Hopefully, we will have additional classic Impalas at our Daytona Show.

c. Terry Rodger’s Pro Street Impala will be ready for the Spring Daytona Show.  I sent out some recent photos last week and Terry informed us at the March meeting that he has purchased a 28’ trailer which he’ll use to get his Pro Street to Spring Daytona Show.  
3.  GOFASST’s 2009 Spring Daytona Car Show.    There is a lot happening right now regarding the Spring Daytona Show.

a. At our February GOFASST Meeting, I said I didn’t think we would have the same level of vender support as last year.  However, so far we have about $10,600 (retail value) in vendor products pledged for our 2009 Spring Show.  Over $6000 of that amount has been pledged by Mike Turner of Focuz Tech.  For the latest list of vendor products donated as raffle prizes, please see the GOFASST Web.  Some recent donations include:

- RMS Auto Parts.  They are donating a genuine GM Opti Spark and a genuine GM water pump complete with gaskets and temp sender.  These two items have a retail value of about $525.
- Ivan Scerri.  Ivan emailed me last week and said he is donating:  5 ½ qts of 5W30 Valvoline synthetic oil together with an LT-1 oil filter and an in-line fuel filter; a stock 48mm MAF; 4 chrome center caps for Impala rims with “SS” center decals; 1 stock vinyl cover for an owner’s manual (does not include owner’s manual); 1 pair of new Auto Expression Bucket Seat Covers (sold by Advanced Discount Auto Parts).  This is the second year Ivan has donated raffle prizes.   

b. We still need to finalize our car show judges for the 5 main categories.  I’ll be emailing several people in the near future to see if they are able to help out.  We need 5 teams of 2 people each to judge wagons, 9C1/Caprice/Caddy/Roadmaster, Stock SS, Modified SS, and Custom SS.  Trophies for 1st and 2nd place in each category.


c. Dal Slabaugh and Bill Harper have agreed to judge the Classic Impala and Pro Custom Impala Classes.   1st place trophy for each category.

d. We will have a select group of 2 or 3 people who will select Best Paint, Best Engine, Best interior, and Best Wheel/Tire Combo.  1st place trophy for each category.


e. Pro Custom Impalas.  We hope to have several Custom Pro Street Impalas at our Spring Show.  In addition to Terry’s Pro Street Impala, we will have Jim Shelton’s 572 cu in 94 Impala and Mike Lozano’s Impala from Atlanta.  We are hopeful to add a couple more to this list. 

f. Roger McKay, Wayne Beaman, and I plan to meet with the tent folks on March 24th for tent set-up and delivery of tables/chairs.  


g. The Holiday Inn Express will serve as the gathering place on Friday night, March 27th, and the jumping-off point on Saturday morning, March 28th, to drive-in to the track.  I plan to be at the track by a little after 7AM on Saturday morning in order to get the vendor tent set-up.  The plan to get the banners displayed on Friday afternoon.

h. We will need help early on Saturday for registration food/refreshment set-up, etc.  If there are members or spouses who can support us, let us know on Friday at the hotel.  

4.   Past/Upcoming Car Shows.  Dave Goshorn and I attended the 2nd Annual Winterfest Car Show on Feb 20-21, 2009 at the Ramada Inn at the intersection of SR 524 and I-95.  It was sponsored by SE Rods & Customs and had about 100 cars in attendance.  They gave out awards to the top30 cars based on people’s choice input.  Neither Dave or I received an award, although Dave won a raffle item. 
5.  GOFASST Web Site:  All members should view the GOFASST Web Site at least weekly for current information regarding the 2009 Daytona Show, meetings, car shows, and cars and car parts for sale.  Terry does an excellent job of keeping our web page current for our benefit.
