Meeting Summary:  
1.  Window Etching:  The planned window etching for the meeting did not occur as the Seminole County Sheriff’s Deputy called about 4:30PM on Saturday to say they could not make it.  This was a disappointment for several of our members who wanted to get this done to their cars.  At the current time, we are planning to this at our next GOFASST Meeting on June 13th.  I will update you in this as we get closer to the meeting.  At last nights meeting, I was not sure Lynn and I would be back from our Illinois trip by June 13th, but after checking the calendar, I believe we will be back in town.  Stand by.
2.  Member News:

a. I received an email from John Dubois in Iraq.  John said he will get his first R&R in July.  Hopefully, we will get a chance to see John during his brief trip home.  If so, we can ask him for his personal insights from the big sandbox   He is working 80 hour weeks while in-country, so he does not have much time for anything outside work except eating and sleeping.  Recall that John left for Iraq on March 5th.
b. Mike and Rebecca Morgan were in attendance so we had a chance to say goodbye as they will be departing for the Denver, CO area on May 25th.  Mike Morgan has taken a new job in Denver, CO and needs to be at work by June 1st.  Mike mentioned that his Impala will be shipped to Colorado Springs and he will finish the work on it there.  
c. Adam Haack attended our meeting and provided the silver GOFASST window decals and some “Razzor” memorial window stickers.  Adam will also assist GOFASST by providing a new GOFASST T-Shirt design which I’ll discuss later in this summary.  

d. Terry Rodgers now has GOFASST window decals in three colors (white, red, & silver).  Every GOFASST member will receive two of these decals in their color of choice (provided it is white, red, or silver).  Please see Terry if you have not received your two GOFASST window decals.

e. I brought along the box of decals that Adam Haack gave to the membership at the Spring Daytona Show.  Several members found decals they could use.  I will continue bringing these decals to future meetings. 


f. Mike Morgan had several miscellaneous car parts that he decided not to ship to Colorado.  He brought those to meeting and several members were able to find something they needed.  At the end of the evening, Mike gave me 4 quarts of automatic transmission fluid which I will bring to future meetings.  Anyone who is in need of some automatic transmission fluid, please see me.


g. Mike Lukens and John Williamson from SoFASST  attended our May GOFASST Meeting.  Mike wanted to get a window etched, but he also wanted to say goodbye to Mike Morgan.  It was great having Mike and John at the meeting.


h. Terry Rodgers completed all the Certificates of Appreciation and Thank You Letters for the Spring Daytona Show.  This was a very large task and it will reap benefits for GOFASST when we plan future Daytona Shows.  Great work Terry!
3.  Upcoming Car Shows.  

a. Micanopy Doc Hollywood Days.  The First Annual Micanopy Doc Hollywood Days Hot Rod and Motorcycle Show will be held May 16, 2009.  We discussed this show, but decided since the New Smyrna Beach event was the following weekend, we would concentrate on it and take a pass on this show as far as a GOFASST event

b. New Smyrna Beach Car Show at the track on May 23, 2009.  Rocco Spano of the Grand National Club is facilitating this event which will involve the Grand Nationals, GOFASST, Mid Florida Mustangs, and possibly the Pontiac Club. At last nights meeting, Rocco gave me the following scoop:

1) Meet at the New Smyrna Track by 4PM on May 23rd .   This will guarantee that we can get into the inner parking area which has limited parking.  We will actually be inside the track grounds, but not on the track itself.

2) We will be parked for about 2 ½ hours or so for socializing and “Show & Tell”.  People planning to attend the races can look at our cars and talk to us.  During this time period GOFASST will host refreshments for all GOFASST attendees.  Since we will be inside the track grounds, we will have to use the track concession stand.  I have never been to the New Smyrna Track before, so I’m not sure how this will work, but I’ll work it out with the concession stand once we get there.  At this time, I’m thinking pizza and soda.

3) At about 7PM, Rocco will lead us onto the track and we will make a couple of laps for the audience.  After the laps, Rocco will facilitate burn-outs for all who want to participate.  Following the burn-outs, we are free to do whatever we want.  I don’t think Lynn & I will stay for the races, so we’ll probably be heading home between 7:30 and 8PM.  

We’ll get more details from Rocco on May 23rd, but the important thing right now is to make sure we are in-place by 4PM.  I have the following tentative head-count for March 23rd. If anyone else is interested, please let me know as I want to keep Rocco informed on the number of GOFASST attendees. 
c. There are several other potential car show that we may want to attend as a club including the All GM Show, Oct 3, 2009, a Sunday Deland Cruise (facilitated by D.J. “Doctor Detroit”, Seminole Town Center on Oct 10, 2009,  and the 4th Annual Car/Truck/Motorcycle Show in N. Palm Beach on Oct 10, 2009.  We will address these following the New Smyrna Event.
4.  New T-Shirt Design.  We discussed at our April 2009 meeting the potential to design a new GOFASST T-Shirt that would reflect our new membership which includes all Impalas from 1958 through 1996.  Adam Haack has agreed to help us by developing a draft design based on cars outlines he has archived.  We discussed having a 1958 Impala and a 1996 Impala outline and possibly a mid-year (1965-1968) Impala and a wagon  outline on the back of the T-Shirt.  Adam will draft a design and we will discuss it at future meetings.  Our basic logo (the leaping deer on the state of Florida) is ok except the years need to be changed from “94-96” to “58-96”.  Terry has our current T-Shirts and he said he will make us a heck of deal in case we want to expand our T-Shirt wardrobe.
5.  Potential Mod Day.  We really didn’t discuss this event in any detail.  We’ll address it at our next meeting.  We would plan to hold this Mod Day at Bill Harrison’s Shop on Hwy 50 just west of the 417.  If any club members are planning mods that would require a lift or several people to help, let me know.  Some potential mods might be new carpet, shocks, sway bars, trailing arms, etc.  All of these need an extra pair of hands. 
6.  GOFASST Web Site:  All members should view the GOFASST Web Site at least weekly for current information regarding club activities.  Also, please review your member information to make sure it is accurate.  If it is not accurate, let Terry know so he can update it.  Terry does an excellent job of keeping our web page current for our benefit.
