Meeting Summary:  
1.  Meeting highlights:  
a. We had a great turn-out and a pleasant weather evening.   We had 10 Impala SSs, 1 Caprice, 1 9C1, 1 Wagon, and 1 LT1 Sonoma in attendance.  We had a new member join last night.  Kevin Munsey from the Tampa area, who drove over with Kenny Canniff, joined GOFASST.  It was also good to have John Dubois with us.  John will be heading back to Iraq on Tuesday, April 13th.  Also, Bob Marks had not been to a GOFASST Monthly Meeting in some time and it was good to see Bob there.  Bob’s has about got all the bugs out of his LT1 conversion in his Sonoma. 
2.  Member News:  John Dubois is headed back to Iraq on Tuesday, April 13th, but he said he’ll probably be back in August for good.  John has been working in Iraq for just a little over a year now and he is getting anxious to spend more time with his family.

3.  Spring 2010 Daytona Show Review:  Bob Borchers and Terry Rodger provided a review of the 2010 Daytona Spring Car Show.  A complete summary of the 2010 Daytona Show will be posted to the GOFASST Web Site.  Highlights of the summary: 
a. Terry Rodgers said we had revenues of $4,080 from the show.  Total expenses came to $5,074 which means we ended up nearly $1,000 in the red.  However, we have about 120 event T-Shirts remaining that we are advertising on the Forum and will advertise on EBay that should make-up this deficit.  
b. Bob Borchers stated we had 47 registered car show participants compared with 65 registered participants last year.  Overall, we feel the 2010 Daytona show was a success since we have received nothing but compliments from attendees.  Daytona Track Officials asked Larry Lype to pass on to us that they were impressed with our organization and how we conducted ourselves during the show.
c. Terry provided the attendees an example of the Certificate of Appreciation that will go to all vendors and volunteers.  We have also decided to provide an event T-Shirt to 8 of our key vendors along with an event dash plaque to all vendors who provided support for the 2010   Daytona Show.  Certificates of Appreciation should be send out in the next 2 weeks or so.
d. 50-50 Drawing.  A total of $330 was raised in the 50-50 drawing with GOFASST netting $155.  A special thanks goes to Colleen Scerri for making this drawing a big success.
e. The detailed 2010 Daytona Show Summary will include all car show winners in addition to raffle prize winners.
3.  Upcoming Car Shows.  


a. Ridez of the Timez.  This car show will be at the Orange County Convention Center on April 16-17.  It is an indoor show and Terry will be there with his Pro Street.  

b. The Beach Blast Car Show sponsored by Kelly’s Cruise News will be held at the International Palms Resort & Conference Center in Cocoa Beach on May 16, 2010.  Registration opened on January 1, 2010 and registration closed after the first 200 entrants.
