Meeting Summary:  
1.  Meeting highlights:  
a. Attendance was down for this meeting because of the cold weather.  However, Kurt & Kathy Leander attended a GOFASST meeting for the first time.  They joined GOFASST at our 2009 Daytona Spring Show, but had been inadvertently left off the email list until about a month ago.  Kurt & Kathy have a great looking 92 Caprice Wagon.  It was good to have them join us.  
2.  Member News:

a. John Dubois was home recently for one-week to attend the funeral of his Father who had been ill with cancer.  John will be home again for his regular R&R in mid March and will be attending the Daytona Spring Car Show.  We look forward to seeing John at that time.

b. I talked with Dal Slaybaugh on Saturday morning and he told me he planned to attend the Spring Daytona Car Show.  Although Dal is not a paid GOFASST member, we recognize him as an honorary GOFASST member.  Dal told me his Father passed away in September 2009.  You will recall that Dal’s wife passed away about 1 ½ years ago.  Dal recently remarried and his new wife, Wanda, will be attending our Spring Daytona show with Dal.  I have asked Dal to be a Car Show Judge and he has graciously agreed to help us, as he did last year.
3.  Upcoming Car Shows.  
a. There are numerous car shows coming up in the near future. c. Raffle Prizes.  We will not have the high dollar value of raffle prizes we have had in past years, but we will have some very nice raffle prizes.   A real bright spot is the active participation of several of our members in providing raffle prizes to compliment the vendor raffle prizes.  We will be providing an update on raffle prizes in the near future.  Terry provided detailed information on the SAT-X-GPS Car Recovery System.  Pro-Street Customs is providing special show pricing for this system in addition to providing a $100 certificate off the show pricing as a raffle prize.
d. 50-50 Drawing.  We plan to have a 50-50 drawing this year and we are looking for someone to handle that task.  Bob Borchers has a couple of folks in mind for that job and will be contacting them soon.

e. Tent/Tables/Chairs.  Terry has reserved the tent along with the tables and chairs.  

f. Daytona Racing District.  Larry Lype is our personal contact with the folks running the 2010 Spring Fling.  Larry has also been active in putting us in contact with new vendors who want to support GOFASST’s Car Show.

g. Don’t forget to book your hotel room (if needed) and complete your registration with the Daytona Racing District.  Information on both of these activities can be found on the GOFASST Web Site.

h. Overall, it looks like things are coming together for the Spring Show.  

4.  GOFASST Web Site:  Terry informed the membership that he would be changing the host server for the GOFASST Web Site in the next couple of weeks.  Terry said the amount of spam emails he was receiving was too much to contend with.  The GOFASST Web Site may be down for a short period (1-2 days) during this transition.  Terry recently updated the GOFASST Web Site and all members should view it at least weekly for current information regarding club activities.
