If I missed anyone, please let me know and I’ll get your name included.  There were other folks who planned to attend, but were not able to make it including Larry Lype who was having some health issues.  Rob mentioned that Larry had to make a trip to the hospital on Friday.  We hope Larry is doing better.


A.  Mod Day Summary:  Due to the active participation of the attendees, we racked-up an amazing number of mods for a one-day event.  We got started pretty much on schedule at 9AM and the last of the group pulled-out about 6:30PM.  We want to especially thank Mike Lukens and Tim Shepard from SoFASST (also GOFASST members) for their outstanding support for this event.  Others who hung in there on a really hot day were Vaughn Harrison, Art Pylar, Terry Rodgers, Allan McClure, Paul Nuendorf, Ed Valenzuela, Lance Hayworth, & Ivan Scerri.  We went through all the water and soda by about 2PM and someone went out for more water (I don’t have the name, but the extra water was a life saver).  Jo Ann Beaman brought home baked cookies and a cheese ball which were greatly appreciated.  We took a break for Pizza about 12:30PM.  Terry wrote a $300 GOFASST check to Bill Harrison for the use of his facility and I believe Bill was appreciative.  When I left I thanked Bill and he told me we are welcome back at any time and just let him know.  The following is a summary of the mods I am aware of.  I’m probably missing some thing, if so, let me know: 
1. Brake Bolt Mod.  We had two lifts doing brake bolt mods and brake fluid flushes.  Members getting the Stealth (proportioning) bolt and/or Metering bolt were:  Rick Davis, Paul Nuendorf, Ed Valenzuela, John Mansegur, Brandon MacEachern, Vaughn Harrison, & Art Pylar.  Members getting only a brake fluid flush were Tim Shepard, Ivan Scerri, & Lance Hayworth. Steve Merkel provided 6 Proportioning Bolts (Thanks Steve) and we’ve saved the OEM Proportioning Bolts to be modified for future brake mods.   
2. Throttle Body By-Pass.  Allan McClure and Tim Shepard led the group that did this mod.  Brandon MacEachern and Rick Davis had this mod done on their cars.

3. Air Pump Delete.  Allan McClure and Tim Shepard again led the group performing this mod.  Tim brought the manifold bolt plugs with him so this mod went fairly quickly.  Brandon MacEachern (94), Rick Davis (96), & Ivan Scerri (96) had this mod done to their cars. 
4. RAISS Intake.  Allan McClure and Tim Shepard again led the group performing this mod.  Rick Davis had the RAISS installed on his car.

5. Corvette Fuel Rail Covers.  Again it was Allan McClure and Tim Shepard leading this mod.  Rick Davis had the Corvette Dress installed on his car.
6. Window Roller Fixes.  Mike Lukens fixed a lot of window problems including JoAnn Beaman, Allan McClure, Vaughn Harrison, & Rick Davis.  Mike also followed me home after Mod Day and did a window roller install for my 71 year old neighbor who has a 94 Fleetwood.  Mike:  Thanks a lot for the great work with our windows.
7. Stainless Steel Brake Lines.  This was the last mod of the day and everyone helped including Bill Harrison.  Ivan Scerri had the stainless steels lines installed on his 96 DGGM.
8. Paintless Dent Repair (PDR).  Adam Dickler, who lives in Cocoa, was our PDR guy.  Adam was there early and I know he worked on the following cars (if there are other cars, let me know).  Allan McClure, Norton Jones, Lance Hayworth, and Ivan Scerri.  Adam looked at Tim Shepard’s wagon and wanted to talk to him about some of the tail gate dings, but Tim was so busy that Adam said he would stop by Tim’s house (Sunrise, FL) on one of his trips to Miami.  Adam called me today and said he appreciated the opportunity to help our car club.  He said he would never cut corners with GOFASST.  Any time we need him, just let him know. 9. OOPS.  To my knowledge the only screw-up so far reported is we put the proportioning bolt on Brandon’s 94 Caprice which has drum brakes on the back.  Brandon tells me he can no longer do a burn-out probably due to having 60%-70% braking in the rear.  The next time we do a brake mod on an Impala, we’ll save the spring and plunger and give Brandon the burn-out capability again.  

B.  GOFASST Meeting:  Due to the heavy mod schedule, we did not have an official business meeting.  However, because there were so many members present for a long period of time, there were some great conversations.  Having Adam present was great and I know he helped folks out with t-shirts and decals.  It was also great having Kenny attend.  Kenny has a great looking two-toned Impala (we don’t care what Mike said).  Terry did pulse several members to see if anyone was willing to step-up as President.  So far there have been no takers.  
C.  GOFASST Web Site:  All members should view the GOFASST Web Site at least weekly for current information regarding meetings, car shows, and cars and car parts for sale.  Terry does an excellent job of keeping our web page current for our benefit.
