2. Member News:

4. Beach Blast Car Show:  The Beach Blast Car Show sponsored by Kelly’s Cruise News was held at the International Palms Resort & Conference Center in Cocoa Beach on May 16, 2010.  Although 6 GOFASST Members were registered, only 5 actually were able to make the show.  Rob Heffernan got called into work and was not able to attend.  However, Terry was there with his Pro Street and Dave Goshorn, Ivan Scerri, Bob Borchers, and Larry Lype all attended.  We ended up all parked together in one of the tennis courts, and although it was a very hot day, we had a great time.  The only car to receive an award was Terry’s Pro Street which took a Top 40 Award.  Terry was also interviewed by Channel 8 TV (WFLA) in Tampa.  The interview aired Sunday, May 23rd, at 11AM.  There were only 200 cars registered for this show and all but 16 showed-up. 5.  Upcoming Car Shows.

However, we will be doing at least one Corvette fuel rail cover install, throttle body by-pass mod, and possible a body bushing install. For those that have never been to Harrison’s, it is located at 8611 E. Colonial Drive (Hwy 50), just west of where Colonial crosses the 417.  It is on the north side of Colonial. 
7.  Election of New GOFASST Officers:    We discussed the need for GOFASST members to volunteer for key positions within the club. Bob Borchers said he could not continue as GOFASST President due to other commitments although he said he would remain active with the club.  GOFASST needs volunteers to fill the position of President, Secretary, and Membership Coordinator.  Terry Rodgers has been the GOFASST Treasurer for many years and I believe he plans to continue in that capacity, but he cannot take-on added responsibility due to work commitments and health reasons.  We will discuss this issue again on our Mod Day and each member should think about whether he/she can help in filling empty GOFASST positions. 
8.  GOFASST Web Site:  Terry has about got all the bugs worked-out with the new GOFASST Web Site provider.  However, in the short-term there may be issues.  All GOFASST members should view the web site at least weekly for current information regarding club activities.  Also, please review your member information to make sure it is accurate.
