6.  2008 Spring Daytona Show Initial Planning.  We discussed the various functions needed to be performed for the Spring Daytona Car Show in March 2008.  We decided earlier this year we would form a committee to support the planning for this event so the GOFASST President would not have all the planning pressure as has been the case in the past.  The committee consists of Mike Morgan, Bob Borchers, Roger McKay, Terry Rodgers, and John Dubois along with support of several other GOFASST members.  Terry Rogers will send notice of the event to the list of vendors we have contacted in past years.  Terry will provide that list to Bob Borchers & Mike Morgan will then contact vendors for potential donations of raffle items.  Bob Borchers will organize the car show judging this year and John Dubois will bring the bottle water and soda for show participants.  Roger McKay has provided contact information for the Holiday Inn Express and will obtain access to the Daytona Track prior to show day.
