Meeting Summary:  
1.  New Member.  Kurt Strathman is our newest GOFASST member.  Kurt lives in the Orlando area and has a 1995 DCM which is his daily driver.
2.  Several Visitors:  We had the Aldridge Family visit from north of Orlando.  They brought four Impalas with them.  Rus & Don Aldridge have been into Impalas since the mid 1990s and were present in Arlington, TX when the last Impala came off the line (a DCM) on December 13, 1996.  Rus told me they actually made a Caprice SS Wagon in 1996 for sale to Saudi Arabia.  Rus said it was a regular Caprice Classic Wagon which just had badging on it that read “Caprice SS”.  Back in the late 1990s, Rus and Don were known as the “God Squad” for those of you who were into Impala at that time.
We also had Rob Cornelias, Chris Cangialosi, and Pete McAlarney attend our meeting again and it was good to see those guys.   Their Impalas look as good as always.

3.  Past Car Shows/Events:  

a.  Daytona Dream Cruise.  No one at the November GOFASST Meeting had attended the Daytona Dream Cruise, so we didn’t get any feedback on this inaugural car show.  I did hear from one person at Bob Alford’s Shop on November 1st that the Dream Cruise was OK, but the organization was a little loose.  This can be expected from an inaugural event and I’m sure it will be better next year.
b.  Super Heavy Weight Shootout in Commerce, GA.  Ben received a call from Kenny Canniff (from Commerce, GA) at our Saturday meeting saying Kenny had won the bracket racing portion of the Shootout.  Kenny also said John Rathsfeth (sic) had run an 8.6 sec quarter in his twin turbo Impala. 

4.  Future Car Shows.  The best source of information on future GOFASST car shows is the GOFASST Web Site.  The upcoming car shows are:


a.  Russell Home Benefit Custom Car Show on November 22, 2008.  The location for this show is Calvary Assembly of Orlando, 1199 Clay Street, Winter Park, FL 32789.  Bob Alford of Pro Street Customs is one of the prime backers of this show.  This is a family event which will feature kid’s events, door prizes, food, and a 50/50 drawing. b. Turkey Rod Run in Daytona Beach on November 27-30, 2008.  GOFASST does not have an official event scheduled for the Turkey Rod Run, but it is always a great show.

5.  Another GOFASST Mod Day.  Because the Oct 11th Mod Day was such a big success and since several members were not able to attend the Oct Mod Day, we are looking at another Mod Day possible in January or February, 2009.  Mike Morgan said he would discuss with Bill Harrison the possibility of using his shop at Hwy 50 and the Greenway for a Mod Day.  We have used Bill’s Shop twice before and it is a great site for a Mod Day because of the multiple lifts available.  We will keep you advised on the planning for this event.  In the mean time, please email me with possible mods you would like to have done.  I know there are a few more folks who would like to get the brake bolt mod done to their car.
6.  Spring 2009 Daytona Car Show.  We briefly discussed our Spring 2009 Daytona Car Show.  Bob said he would secure the hotel in the next week or so.  Mike Morgan volunteered to work the trophies and the PA system again this year.  Terry will secure the tents and tables/chairs.  Mike Turner of Focuz Technologies has already agreed to be our featured vendor for the third year in a row, which is great news for us.  We also talked about ways to get the word out about including early model Impalas into GOFASST.  Mike Morgan and Art Pylar strongly suggested using Cruise News as the best avenue to get the word out.  Bob Borchers will contact Cruise News about updating our ad there.
