A.  Mod Day Summary:  Some of our members who were planning to attend ended-up having to work, which was a bummer. We have your brake bolts and can schedule the brake mod at some future date.  
1.  Brake Bolt Mod.  John Dubois was the brains of Mod Day.  Under his guidance and with his hard work, we were able to do the brake mod on seven cars.  Members getting both Stealth (proportioning) bolt and Metering bolt were:  Dave Goshorn, Steve Merkel, Norton Jones, Nick Seda, and John Dubois.  Members getting only the Metering bolt were Bob Borchers and Terry Rodgers.  John Dubois provided the Stealth bolts and we ground the Metering bolts during Mod Day. After each car was finished, each wheel and the master cylinder area were quickly washed to insure any dripped brake fluid did not remain on the car.  Following the brake mod on their car, each driver took the car for a quick spin to check-out the new braking dynamics.  Everyone agreed their car stopped much better following the mod.  
2.  Pinion Angle Adjustment.  John Dubois brought his gauge along to adjust the rear pinion angle.  John adjusted his pinion and also adjusted Kevin Munsey’s rear pinion angle.

3.  PCM Adjustments.  Kenny helped several folks with PCM issues.  There was an extension cord running from Terry’s garage out into his lawn to power the laptop computer for the PCM adjustments.
