Meeting Summary:  
1.  Upcoming Events.  Bob Borchers, GOFASST President, reviewed the upcoming car show events.  The following is a summary of this review:

b. All GM Show in Silver Springs, Oct 4.  Several members said they were for sure attending this event including: Bob & Lynn Borchers, Wayne Beaman, John Dubois, Steve Merkel, Dave Goshorn, Evelyn Hernandez, and Ivan Scerri.  Several others said they were very interested in attending including: Bobby & Vicky Caldwell and Norton Jones.
